Newsletter: John Gale, Andrew Craig, GY and KN met to discuss the future of LIHNNKup and considerations around integrating NEYH
Cheshire and Mersey: Adrian Myer from LMI attended the previous meeting held a couple of weeks ago to discuss involvement in relevant exhibitions; there was discussion of involvement in NHS70, Health Information Week, and NHS-related photographs discovered in the archives of the Historic England National Archives

Clinical Librarians (update sent from PT to KG after meeting):

“After my two year term I have stepped down as clinical librarian/ trainer chair.  Rebecca Roylance and John Gale have joined Linda Taylor and Cath Harris.  They are currently looking into seeing if they can fund similar training sessions to those provide by John Addison last year.  The next meeting will be taking place in the Lancaster Royal Infirmary on March 9th.”
Inter-lending and Document Supply Group (update emailed to the group from Steve Glover before the meeting:

“I attended a meeting in January 2018 at Northwick Park Hospital of regional Inter-Lending and Document Supply Leads.  This meeting was convened following recommendations from the K4HC Streamlining T&F Group

The national group is known as the Strategic Inter Network Collaboration (SINC). 

It was proposed that PANDDA join a national rota from 1 April 2018 for document supply.   Services can also “Opt out” of a similar rota for Inter-Lending.  

Managers across the North have been contacted to express their intention to opt in or out of either rota

There will be a meeting of PANDDA in Leeds on 28 February 2018 to discuss the SINC proposals and review the current ILDS Protocol. 

Most services have opted in for the national Document Supply Rota.  It is a mixed picture with Inter-Lending.”
