	A look at the new HDAS:
FISH search undertaken on the new HDAS  - see wiki (link above)
A number of issues were identified and discussed during the search and FW clarified a number of them and noted others to take back to the development team

· The speed of HDAS function may generally be related to speed of the network being used.
· The “Sibling terms” options are there for information only and will not be searched automatically when a term is exploded. You must select them if you wish to include them.
· Combining options still being worked on at present
· Clicking on “lower search panel” puts your search box directly below search history.
· The option to “expand full text” gives ability to show results with papers you can access in full text and it will shrink to title only for those papers with no full text access). This button is probably going to change name as it is a bit confusing.
· The database currently doesn’t remember result selections beyond a page. You need to “save selected” for each page. Hopefully, issues related to easier access to saved results within the search journey, which seems to be a very clumsy process at present, are being resolved. Is there a warning message if you haven’t saved your selected results?
· De-duplication of results is not very clear – sometimes numbers just change when you go into view results section.
· Items in the “saved results” tab (at top of page) will stay there for 28 days, even if not saved with a strategy name (will use date/time stamp to store it).
· Currently, the search strategy is only available as a separate export – this is being developed at present.

· The option to email results will be on the final full version.

· Issues with full text links not being exported with results are known and being addressed/functionality developed.

· Training materials, including videos will come in time for the final release.

· Full release still timetabled for July 2016.
