The launch of the reader project is taking place at the Harbour on the 9th October 1- 4.  This is a project to bring shared reading into the patient’s areas.  OT and HCSW staff have been identified and attended training in Liverpool with the Reader which was founded by Dr Jane Davies.

Volunteers are being identified to help support the groups and if they are passionate about the reader groups and want to get involved they can also be trained.  Along with the training the Reader leaders get access to resources, marketing materials to help run the group session.  

At the launch we have a professional storey teller preforming on the day called Dominic Kelly http://www.dominickelly.eu/ 

And we have a creative writing, and poster design completion running for the patients to get involve and although there will be refreshments and cake for everyone on the day the patients are also making scones and cream.

The three other areas identified for his project are Guild Lodge (The Recovery College) the new perinatal unit in Chorley and Longridge hospital.

Knowledge Share

We have decide to renew our subscription with Knowledge Share due to the recent evaluation coming back positive and now having 80 staff signed up.  We intend to do further marketing of the service. 

Books on Prescription 

The Books on Prescription joint venture with the Eating disorders team is being well used by the patients.  The Eating disorders team bought the books which are housed in the library and the clinicians recommend them in their clinic session.  We will be evaluating the service after a twelve month period.
