	News from our own Trust
Tracy Owen (Mersey Care) – one new Evidence Reviewer has started (welcome Danielle) and now we are recruiting to fill other vacant post. TO has been promoted to the Evidence Services Lead so now there is a band 6 post going to be advertised.  Other than staffing everything else is running smoothly.
John Coulshed (GMMH) – Buzz Health and Wellbeing is moving back to Manchester Council, and they are not sure what is going to happen to the library services, they think that the Fallowfield site will be closed.  

Rosalind McNally (Pennine Care) – PCFT new Chief Exec. Anthony Hassell, Transformation Programme, working as part of ICS in Greater Manchester. More involvement of GMMH & other partnerships (charities, third sector) in working together. Knowledge Specialist, Kathryn Graham-Shuttleworth, part time on secondment from MFT currently is giving us more capacity to address project involvement (new LMS), Knowledge Management & generally trying to absorb all the changes. We haven’t been able to progress Action Plan due to organisational change (awaiting outcome of R & I review by NIHR) & new LIOF Report. Hoping once we receive report it will be influential for us in building a better relationship with Execs. Knowledge Specialists delivering some courses for low secure Recovery College. Quarterly Lunch and Learn sessions on using Hub. Evidence searches for redesign of Adult Learning Disability Pathways. Mix of face to face and virtual events still. HEE Digital Health Literacy Project – Knowledge Sharing on a project led by Oldham Libraries. Summer Book Draw #YourHealthcollection

Carmel Finley (LSCFT) – KR is about to go on mat leave, so they are trying to sort out cover for this. 
Katie Roper (LSCFT) – Has in conjunction with the public library created a knowledge hub for public health information. It was set up with HEE bid money. 
Vicky Bramwell (CWP)- Has a new Chief Exec that creates vlogs and is going out and about meeting people. An effectiveness strategy has been written and the Library Service is included in it, so this is being used as promotion. They have also been working with the public library using the HEE bid money, around health literacy. They are a partner rather than being the lead.
